Who am I?

A US politician who was
elected to the House of
Representatives at only
29-years-old. 
Born and raised in the
Bronx, New York. 
She wore Suffragette
white to Donald Trump’s
state of the union address 

Answer:  Alexandria Ocasio-Cortez
(AOC)

Arrested for refusing to
give up her seat on a bus
for a white woman.
Was 15 at the time of her
arrest. 
Became a prominent Civil
Rights Activist for the rest
of her life.

Answer: Claudette Colvin

A prominent campaigner
for female education.
Nearly killed by the
Taliban for refusing to
stop her activism.  
Youngest winner of the
Nobel Peace Prize.  

Answer: Malala Yousafzai

A famous English Social
Reformer and highly
talented statistician.
Known as the founder of
modern nursing.
Most known for her work
in the Crimean War. 

Answer: Florence Nightingale  

In 1999, Time named her as
one of the 100 Most Important
People of the 20th Century,
stating that "she shaped an
idea of objects for our time"
and "shook society into a new
pattern from which there
could be no going back”. 
Born in Moss Side in
Manchester. 
Founder of the Women's
Social and Political Union. 

Answer: Emmeline Pankhurst 

In 2016, English Heritage campaigned for
